Short History of Clan Henderson  
(or MacKendrick) 

Jerrel Ray Murray, Oklahoma Tartan Designer, U.S.C.O. Founding Father & 
Newsletter Editor, Loving Husband & Father, Great Friend, Missed by Many.  

U.S.C.O.  Looses Long Term Members 

    
The name H ender son or 

MacKendrick (Henry's son) is the 
same as Henryson or in Gaelic 
MacEanruig. The legendry ancestor of 
the Hendersons is Eanruig Mor Mac 
Righ Neachtan "Big Henry, son of 
King Nectan", said to be a Pictish 
King who reigned from A.D. 700 to 
720.   Unfortunately, it is impossible 
to substantiate this claim and it is 
more probable that the clan is de-
scended from one Dughald MacEan-
ruig who flourished in the 1300's. 
The principal family came from Glen-
coe, and were hereditary pipers to 
Clan Abrach. However, the male line 
came to an end when the heiress of 
Clan MacEanruig married into the 
MacDonalds of Glencoe through lain 
Abrach of the Maclains of Glencoe. 
This clan of Maclain is long remem-
bered as being the clan who was 

massacred at Glencoe in 1692. An-
other branch of the Hendersons in the 
north was a sept of Clan Gunn de-
scending from Henry, a son of the chief 
George Gunn who was coroner of 
Caithness. There were also Hender-
sons of Fordell who resided at Fordell 
Castle near Inverkeithing in Fife. The 
castle was built in the 16th Century 
after the lands were acquired by James 
Henderson in 1511. The most distin-
guished of this branch was Alexander 
Henderson, leader of the Reformation 
who, with Archibald Johnstone, drew 
up the historic National Covenant of 
protest in 1638. This branch of the 
Hendersons is now the chiefly line 
although the present-day chief no 
longer lives in Scotland but in Queen-
sland Australia.

   Oklahoma Tartan 
The Meaning of Its Colors 

Many Oklahoma counties, towns, 
streets, lakes, and other landmarks 
carry the names of the first pioneers, 
many of them Scottish, who made 
the journey here not so many years 
ago. Oklahoma became a state on 
November 16, 1907, number forty-
six to join the union of States. Its 
motto, Labor Omnia Vincit (Labor 
Conquers All Things), reflected the 
philosophy of the people who settled 
and made it their home. The colors 
of the tartan--red, white, black, and 
gold--are representative of the di-
verse population of the state: Native, 
European, African, and Asian Ameri-
cans. And who can claim more blue 
skies or lakes than that right here in 
our State? The blue of the tartan 
represents these natural assets of 
Oklahoma, as well as the blue of the 
State flag.  

Oklahoma boasts many fine colleges 
and universities, dating from long 
before it became a state. Northeast-
ern State College, the oldest of its 
accredited colleges and universities, 

noted for its red clay, the Native 
American (Indian) people recogniz-
ing it annually with a celebration 
called "Red Earth," another repre-
sentation of the red in the tartan. 
Two of the more popular varieties of 
beef cattle in Oklahoma are the red 
and white Hereford, originally devel-
oped in Hereford, England, and the 
black Aberdeen-Angus developed in 
the Highlands of Scotland. Then 
there are the vast plains of golden 
grains produced all across the state, 
wheat being the most prominent.  

Oklahoma is a great state and we 
feel that it is very appropriate that a 
tartan representing its rich heritage 
be made available to those who love  
it.
